To Members of Our 
Community:

Our country is currently 
in the grip of an economic 
crisis that has permeated 
all facets of our society.  The 
effects are inescapable and 
each of us is concerned that a 
recovery will not come soon 
enough.  The Battle Ground 
School District also has been 
impacted by the recession, 
and district leaders must 
make some hard decisions in 
order to do what is absolutely 
necessary to provide the best 
education for our children.  
Consequently, budget cuts are 
unavoidable and the decisions 
we make will undoubtedly 
have an impact on every child, 
employee and member of our 
community.

Since October 2008 we 
have conducted committee 
meetings with vested groups 
within the district to identify 
current and future items that 
might be eliminated from 
the budget.  All stakeholders 
have been included in these 
discussions so that they have 
a hand in deciding what we 
need to eliminate, suspend 
or roll back.  Our primary 
guiding principle is to make 

decisions that have the least 
negative impact on student 
learning.   

Most hiring 
put on ‘hold’

We have suspended the 
hiring of new employees unless 
it is necessary to meet legal 
obligations.  Additionally, we 
are looking at ways to reduce 
our maintenance, operations, 
and transportation expenses.  
In essence, we are looking at 
every way possible to save 
money while still maintaining 
the high level of education to 
which our community has 
become accustomed. We can 
do no less for our students.

We cannot make 
significant progress on 
this matter until the state 
Legislature determines how 
much funding to provide our 
schools. In addition, we must 
incorporate into this process 
any impact the national 
stimulus package might 
have on our operations.  This 
includes funding generated by 
the federal government that 
might have an impact on Title I 
(federal support for struggling 
students from low-income 
families), special education 
and school construction. Once 
we have this information, our 
Board of Directors can move 
forward and finalize the 2009-

2010 budget.
Compared to the vast 

majority of districts within 
the state, Battle Ground has 
operated with a lean budget for 
many years. As we go forward, 
determined to have as little 
negative impact on learning as 
humanly possible, the Board’s 
decisions will not be easy. The 
Directors are acutely aware 
that their actions might affect 

many people.  They also know 
this financial crisis will not 
last forever.

Our economy will recover. 
As it does, state funding 
for education will increase.  
Those funds will be properly 
incorporated into our budget 
and all of the benefits will 
be passed through to the 
education of our children. 

and the U.S. In January of 2008, 
for example, 32.7 percent of the 
total enrollment in the Battle 
Ground District -- exclusive 
of alternative schools -- was 
eligible for free and reduced-
price meals. By January 2009 it 
had risen to 35.8 percent.

Principals’ funds
Another way Battle Ground 

Public Schools is teaming with 
parent groups and charitable 
organizations to help students 
is via special funds to meet 
immediate needs. Under names, 
such as “Principal’s Emergency 
Fund,” they are quick and 
efficient ways to get a warm 
winter coat, a pair of shoes, 
personal hygiene items or other 
necessities into the hands of a 
student or his family. 

“I’m always on the lookout 
for coats on sale,” says Missy 

Mitchell. “Last year, three 
siblings needed coats at the 
same time. You should have 
seen their faces light up when 
they got them. They’re still 
wearing them this year.”

 “It’s not uncommon for me 
to go to Fred Meyer to pick up a 
pair of shoes or a coat with that 
money,” says Mike Michaud, 
assistant principal at Capt. 
Strong Primary. In February he 
supplied one student and his 
parents with toothpaste, tooth 
brushes, shampoo and other 
items.

The Battle Ground 
Education Foundation (BGEF) 
is the chief source of  money 
in these accounts, thanks to 
individual contributors and 
organizations such as the 
Lewis River Rotary Club. 
The Community Foundation 
of Southwest Washington is 
another, having donated a 
“Principal’s Checkbook” account 
of between $275 and $350 to 11 

Battle Ground schools.
Linda Gellings, the school 

district’s liaison with the BGEF, 
tells of the call she received in 
the fall from a grandmother of 
three siblings who are Battle 
Ground School District students 
in grades 2 through 5.

“She was living pretty 
much on Social Security, and 
all of a sudden she had three 
children to care for,” Gellings 
said. “They showed up with 
no extra clothes or toys. She 
was overwhelmed. She needed 
immediate help. We got them 
clothes, backpacks and other 
necessities.”

The BGEF Needy Kids Fund 
is often tapped for medical 
supplies, too, including inhalers 
for asthmatic children, dental 
work and eyeglasses.

More ‘homeless’ kids
For school district 

purposes, “homeless” defines 
students who have moved in 

with relatives, stay with friends 
or in shelters or, in worst cases, 
are literally living in the family 
car or on the streets.

In February of last year, the 
school district knew of 44 such 
students. In February 2009, the 
count was 104.

“I’m hearing more kids say 
their parents are losing their 
jobs or are afraid of losing their 
house,” says Holly Smith, school 
psychologist at Maple Grove 
Primary.

As troubling as these 
situations are, there has been a 
positive side.

“What I’ve been impressed 
with,” says counselor Bonnie 
Roggenkamp, “is how the staffs 
and teachers essentially gather 
around these students to help 
them be successful while they 
are here.”

Battle Ground Superintendent Shonny Bria, here with Daybreak 
Primary School kindergartner Adin Smith, says, “We are looking at 
every way possible to save money while still maintaining the high level 
of education to which our community has become accustomed. We 
can do no less for our students.”

How to help

In making sure that highly 
capable students in primary and 
middle schools are intellectually 
challenged and stimulated in 
the class room, school districts 
over the years have established a 
variety of programs with names 
such as Gifted and Talented, 
Challenge and EXCEL. In Battle 
Ground, it’s called “Aspire,” 
and it offers something new 
this year: an option of either the 
traditional “cluster model” or the 
district’s new “magnet model.”

Under the cluster model, a 
small group of highly capable 

students is assigned to a regular 
classroom where the teacher is 
trained to work with them. This 
creates a classroom peer group 
for the highly capable students 
while allowing them to interact 
with other students.

That system is continuing, 
but a magnet-school option for 
these gifted students has been 
added, giving highly capable 
students and their parents a 
choice. In the magnet model, 
students from across the district 
are bused to the magnet schools; 
they are in a class consisting 

entirely of highly capable 
students.

The Aspire magnet schools 
are centrally located in Battle 
Ground. Captain Strong Primary 
School and Chief Umtuch Middle 
School this year each has a multi-
age classroom for highly capable 
Aspire students. Captain’s 
third/fourth grade combination 
class of Aspire students is taught 
by Susan Crill. At the adjacent 
Chief Umtuch Middle School, 
Kristie Alexander teaches the 
fifth/sixth grade Aspire magnet 
class.

The magnet classes are 
designed to provide students 
with a challenging, accelerated, 
integrated and enriched 
curriculum in a class consisting 
entirely of their peers, although 
they mix with the other students 
in the school at lunch, recess, 
assemblies and other activities.
